2016 Domaine Poli, Ile de Beauté Rosé    
Corsica, France
100% Niellucciu, with clean aromas of wheat straw, gingerbread, honeysuckle flower, slate, and melon. 
Light on the palate, very elegant with nice presence and very precise flavors of mineral-laced melon, 
peach & berry fruit, with hints of saline bitterness and spice.

2016 Domaine Montrose, "Prestige" Rosé 
Languedoc, France  
This is a saignée (bleeding) Rosé. After harvest, Grenache & Rolle are de-stemmed & blended in 
stainless steel vats. Bleeding juice is then fermented at a moderate temperature to preserve the terroir’s 
expression. It is aged on the lees to enhance elegance. A small part of the blend is vinified and aged in 
oak barrels, and once it's aged, a touch of Syrah is added to the blend to improve balance & complexity.

2016 Charles Joguet, Chinon Rosé
Touraine, Chinon
100% Cabernet Franc. Musky red berry, orange pith and floral scents show very good 
clarity and pick up a subtle herbal nuance. Red currant and bitter cherry flavors deepen and 
become sweeter with air. Chewy and nicely concentrated, delivering solid finish with lingering 
rose petal and blood orange notes.
